- Whereas, in compliance of directions issued by the Hon'ble High Court of 
Meghalaya in proceedings held before them in Public Interest Litigation No. 10 of 2019 In Re: Cleanliness of 
Umiam Lake vs State of Meghalaya the Government of Meghalaya made the Meghalaya Waterbodies 
(Preservation and Conservation) Guidelines, 2023 vide Notification No.FOR/CC/29/2019/Pt/688, dated 18th 
July, 2023; 

And whereas, the Hon’ble High Court of Meghalaya in proceedings held before them in the said Public Interest 
Litigation on 19th October, 2023 noted that the said guidelines contain obvious mistakes which need to be 
corrected; 

And whereas, the Hon'ble High Court of Meghalaya in the said proceedings directed that the said guidelines 
shall be corrected, modified, revisited and republished; 

And whereas, the Hon'ble High Court of Meghalaya in the said proceedings also directed that the concerns 
indicated by the Respondent No.6 in the said Public Interest Litigation must be addressed both to ensure that 
the aesthetics around a waterbody and natural beauty are not compromised in the name of development or 
only for the purpose of allowing private construction to come up; 

And whereas, the said guidelines were revisited by an Expert Committee consisting of, among others, 

Respondent No. 6 in the said Public Interest Litigation; 

Now therefore in compliance of the directions issued by the Hon'ble High Court of Meghalaya and on 
recommendation of the said Expert Committee, the Government of Meghalaya hereby makes the following 
guidelines to amend the Meghalaya Waterbodies (Preservation and Conservation) Guidelines, 2023, namely:- 

1.   Short title, extent and commencement. (1) These guidelines may be called the Meghalaya Waterbodies 
(Conservation and Protection) Amendment Guidelines, 2023. 

(2) These guidelines shall extend to the whole of Meghalaya. 

(3) The guidelines shall come into force on the date of their publication in Meghalaya Gazette. 

Amendment of clause (c) in paragraph 2. In the Meghalaya Waterbodies (Conservation and Protection) 
Guidelines, 2023 (hereinafter referred to as the "principal guidelines"), in clause (c) in paragraph 2, the 
words and figure "no-construction zone" and "paragraph 5" shall respectively be substituted by the words 
and figure "waterbody setback" and "paragraph 7". 

2. Insertion of a sub-paragraph in paragraph 7. In the principal guidelines, in paragraph 7, after sub-
paragraph (1), the following sub-paragraph shall be inserted, namely: - 

"(1A) Width of regulated zone for a waterbody shall be four times the width of waterbody setback for such 
waterbody applicable for water bodies mentioned in Appendix 1 and Appendix 2 only. 

Provided that in the cases where a part of the regulated zone of a Waterbody falls outside its catchment 
area, extent of the regulated zone at such locations shall be limited to catchment area of such waterbody." 

3. Merging of Appendix 3 and Appendix 4, which will now read as Appendix 3 in para 7. 

4. Substitution of paragraph 9. In the principal guidelines, paragraph 9 shall be substituted by the following 
paragraph, namely:- 
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"9. Restriction on installation or construction of hoarding, billboards, signages, buildings and 
certain other built forms to protect and maintain strategic scenic Vistas. Notwithstanding anything 
contained in these Guidelines, hoardings, billboards, signages, buildings and built forms of such size and 
other specifications, as may be prescribed, shall not be installed or constructed in waterbody setback, 
regulated zone and such other areas located in vicinity of regulated zone, as may be prescribed, to protect 
and maintain strategic scenic Vistas by ensuring unhindered view of waterbodies from the nearby roads, 
highways and other viewpoints."
