Shnong Moolamylliang, East Jaintia Hills District, as a Community Reserve to be known as the "Ka Khloo 
Wah Kwai Moolamylliang Community Reserve" with immediate effect as per the schedule of boundaries 
indicated below:- 

Schedule of Boundaries:- 

North: Northern boundary starts from Point No. M1 at N25°20'12.206" E92°28'27.898" and proceeds in 
South-Eastern direction along the boundary of the paddy field of Shri Ling Dkhar of Latyrke Village till 
it reaches Point No. M2 at N25°20' 11.466" E92°28'29.897" then it proceeds in North Eastern 
direction along the paddy field of Shri Ling Dkhar of Latyrke Village till it reaches point No. M3 at 
N25°20'14.806" E92°28'36.844" and further proceeds in North eastern direction along the boundary of 
the fish pond of Shri Ling Dkhar of Latyrke till it reaches Point No. M4 at N25°20'16.318" 
E92°28'41.092". From Point No. M4, the boundary proceeds in North Eastern direction along the land 
of Smti. Timon Nongtdu of Sutnga Village till it reaches Point No. M5 at N25°20'18.186"
