 Support for different handsets brands like Apple, SANYO, KYOCERA, Motorola, ASUS, Sharp, 
Lenovo, HUAWEI, CASIO, NOKIA, NEC, Samsung, iPhone, Xiaomi, OPPO, VIVO, OnePlus, 
HYUNDAI, BlackBerry, ZTE, LG, Acer, Qtek, Vodafone, Telit, Toshiba, Plam, i-mate, Ubiquam, 
Haier, Zonda, Sony Ericsson, Samsung, HP, Jaga, Sagem, Alcatel, Mediatek, HTC, etc. 

 It should be able to integrate with Active Directory for user authentication. 

Support for Various Phones:

Karbonn A12+; Karbonn A25, Karboon S99 Titanium, Xolo A50zip0S ; A114R Canvas Beat, 
Micromax A190 Canvas HD Plus, Intex Aqua ring.  

 Blackberry Phones: 

 It should enable physical extraction and decoding from BlackBerry devices running OS 4-7. 
Physical extraction should be performed using proprietary boot loaders, enabling a 
forensically sound process. Real-time decryption should be enabled for selected devices. 

 BlackBerry Messenger (BBM) messages including Deleted messages and chats, message 
attachments, contact photos, BBM from groups: Chats, contacts and shared photos. 

 Windows Phone: 

 It should support physical extraction and decoding of devices running Windows Phone 
devices running OS versions 8.0, 8.1 and 10. It should also support obsolete OS including 6.0 
and 6.5.
