of India and all other powers enabling him in this behalf, the Governor of Meghalaya is pleased to amend the 

Meghalaya Housing Engineering and Technical Service Rules, 2017 as follows namely, - 

1. Short Title and Commencement:- 

(1) These Rules shall be called the Meghalaya Housing Engineering and Technical Service (Amendment) 

Rules, 2024.  

(2) They shall come into force from the date of publication of this notification in the Official Gazette. 

2. Amendment of Rule 7(7):- 
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7. Method of Recruitment:- 

(7) Untrained Section Assistant: Appointment to the post of Untrained Section Assistant shall be made 

either by Direct Recruitment on the result of the examination conducted by the District Selection 

Committee from candidate processing qualification as specified in Schedule II or by Promotion from 

amongst members of the service holding posts of Khalasi and possessing the requisite Qualification and 

experience as specified in Schedule-II enclosed and included in the Select List approved under Rule 10. 

3. Amendment of Rule 10(4) :- 

10. Procedure for preparing the Select Lists - 

(4) For the purpose of appointment by promotion under sub-rules (1), (2), (4), (5) (6) and (7) of Rule 7, the 

Appointing Authority shall consider the list prepared by the Committee along with the character rolls and 

service records and other documents in respect of each person in the list and unless he considers that 

any change is necessary approve the list. If the Appointing Authority considers it necessary to make 

change in the list received from the Committee he shall inform the Committee of the changes proposed 

and after taking into account the comments, if any, of the Committee approve the said list finally with or 

without modification as may in his opinion to be just and proper.
